The Bishop's Appeal for 2022 will take place on the weekends of July 2/3 

and July 9/10, and it has been designated for the Indigenous Reconciliation 

Fund. 
 

The Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops has made a financial pledge 

of $30 million dollars nationally and established 

the Indigenous Reconciliation Fund ("Fund").  Dioceses across Canada are 

joining this financial pledge and the Diocese of Peterborough will be 

contributing $400,000.
