From the Desk of the Pastor...

This Sunday is the Ascension of Jesus. It marks a pivotal transition in our faith-shifting from the physical
presence of Christ in one geographic location to His spiritual presence everywhere through His followers. It isn't just a
"departure"; it is an empowerment.

The Ascension serves as the bridge between the Resurrection and Pentecost. Jesus takes His place as King of
the Universe. He is no longer bound by time or space. He enters the heavenly sanctuary to advocate for us before the
Father. He hands His mission to the Church. As St. Teresa of Avila famously said, "Christ has no body now but yours."

In our first reading today, the Apostles were rebuked by the angels for staring into the sky. Just like them, we
often do the same when we wait for a "perfect sign" before helping someone. When we put emphasis on abstract
contents of our faith while ignoring the person in front of us. And when we long for the "good old days" of faith rather

than engaging with today’s challenges.

Often, it is the people who challenge our comfort that poses
great obstacles for our proclamation of the Ascension. These are the
people who have hurt us or hold opposing worldviews, a lonely
neighbour or the person we tend to overlook in our daily encounter, and

sometimes it is ourselves.

Proclaiming the Gospel doesn't always mean preaching. In the roﬁndrestw;thH:mmHeaven 25
context of the Ascension, it means making our Lord who is now invisible : —W h)
visible to others. The true challenge of preaching the Ascension is being %
"fully there" for others in an age of distraction, living with a sense of —_—
hope that suggests "this world is not all there is," and addressing the ‘
physical needs of others so that their hearts are open to hear the true

message.

Always remember that Jesus didn't go away, He went up so that
He could be near to everyone, all at once. Our job is no longer to look
for Him in the clouds, but to recognize Him in the stranger and the least
