From the desk of the pastor...

The Christian Life is a journey to our true homeland, to God, who invited us to come
to share in His life in eternity. This journey involves obstacles that come in varied
ways and forms, but most especially in the form of temptations. These temptations
come from the Evil one who uses every means within his reach to make us lose this
most glorious end with God.

Being led by the
Holy Spirit brings us the grace to properly discern the presence of the evil spirit.
Being led by the Holy Spirit empowers us to be victorious in our daily war against
the devil and all his cohorts in the different ways they may come to us.

The road of life is long and rough and left alone we cannot make it. But with the
guidance of Christ and led by the Holy Spirit we are sure to be victorious.
