This Sunday is the feast of the Triune God — the Father, the Son, 
the Holy Spirit. In arithmetic we say 1+1+1 equals 3 but with the 
Holy Trinity it’s 1+1+1 equals 1! It is because the three Persons 
are distinct but have only one divine nature. 

St. Patrick of Ireland used the shamrock leaf as an illustration. It 
has three leaflets but only one stem. Another example is water. It 
can exist in three different forms: ice, liquid and steam, but the 
same H2O. 

“What is the significance to me if God is a three-Person but one 
God?” one might ask. “What relevance does it have in my life?” 
Aside from the fact that we have a Triune God on which our faith is 
firmly anchored, God communicated Himself and the Trinitarian 
family to mankind in a language that could be felt, touched, heard 
and easily understood. He is telling us that He cares for us and is 
not a distant God. 

Through Jesus Christ, God also revealed his main attribute which is 
love. “God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son” 
(Jn 3:16). Jesus further said: “If anyone loves Me, he will keep my 
word. Then my Father will love him and We shall make our dwelling 
place with him” (Jn 14,23). 

Love is the bond that unites the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Thus 
the more we practice love, the more we live the Trinity not as an 
incomprehensible mystery, but as a living, vibrant reality. 

If there’s ever a more appropriate place where the Trinitarian love 
can be reflected, it is in the family. The family becomes a little Holy 
Trinity when family members love, care and respect one another.
