It is hard to explain the Trinity that God is one in three divine 

persons. But we can begin to understand why God has to be a Trinity, 

with the opening words of the Gospel. “For God so loved . . .” God 

isn’t simply love, God is excessive love. This love, by its nature, 

cannot be self-contained. Love tends to flow out from one’s self to a 

beloved, the object of one’s all-out love. Excessive love can be such 

that it becomes alive in itself, as the lover pours out all of himself for 

the welfare of the beloved. Hence, the story of love cannot be 

realized in aloneness and solitude. It finds fullness in the intimacy of 

persons who are in a relationship—therefore, a Trinity. 

The love at the bosom of the Trinity (the Father, the Beloved Son, 

and the Personified Love), however, flows and overflows around 

them. Hence, the love embraces us. Indeed, everything is permeated 

by this Divine Love. The life of humanity and the entire universe and 

the beauty of all creation come from this overflowing Divine Love. 

What we need to do is to allow ourselves to be drawn into the flow 

and overflow—the living dynamism—of the Divine Love. We have 

to learn the art of surrendering into the movement of Love and let 

ourselves be absorbed into the contagious nature of the Divine Love. 

If we stop it, and we try to contain it only for our good and our 

welfare, we become self-focused and self-contained. We destroy the 

beautiful play of the Divine Love. 

Saint Augustine says it best: “Love . . . love . . . and everything else 

follows.” Then, you feel you are embraced by God’s joy, peace and 

inspiration.
