From the Desk of the Pastor… 

Today we celebrate Pentecost Sunday, seven weeks after Easter and 50 days after the Resurrection of Jesus, 
in commemoration of the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles. 
 
Church officials say Pentecost—derived from the Greek word Pentekoste, meaning “fiftieth”—is “a powerful 
feast of salvation, a day to celebrate the hope that God, through His Holy Spirit, is at work among His 
people. It is a celebration of newness, of renewal of purpose, mission, and calling as God’s people.” 
 
St. Basil wrote: “Through the Holy Spirit, mankind is restored to paradise, led back to the Kingdom of 
Heaven, adopted as children of God, given confidence to call God ‘Father,’ and to share in Christ’s grace and 
given a share in eternal glory.” 
 
The Book of Acts, Chapter 2, describes the events of Pentecost, which occurred 10 days after the Ascension 
of Jesus: 
“The Apostles retired to a house in Jerusalem to await the coming of the Holy Spirit, as Jesus had promised. 
And suddenly there came a sound from heaven like a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where 
they were sitting. And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 
And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them 
utterance.” 
 
In the Old Testament, Pentecost was originally a Jewish feast instituted to compel the Israelites to 
acknowledge the Lord’s dominion over their land and labor. They offered the first fruits of their early spring 
harvests and gave thanks to God for the law given to them on Mount Sinai on the 50th day after the 
Exodus—their departure from Egypt.
