From the Desk of the Pastor… 

    Life as a disciple of the Lord Jesus is not always a comfortable experience.  We can expect hard 
times, particularly as we are faithful to the Lord.  People, even members of our own family, will oppose us 
as we share the challenging aspects of the Good News.  Prophets of reform face resistance from those 
who do not want to reform their lives.  Those who are complacent in their selfish lifestyles will want to 
silence the voice of those who challenge their self-centered ways.   
    We are blessed within our family and friendships and church community with people who have 
similar views of the Gospel message.  Yet, if we take the message from the readings today, we can expect 
times of opposition, even more so than we have experienced in the past.  We must be up to the 
challenges that we might face.    

    However, how can the “Prince of Peace” say that he has come to bring division? Perhaps the key is 
in John 14:27, where he says that the peace he offers is not the kind the world gives. It is not a peace 
that is all about having no troubles or suffering or enemies. His peace is a “fiery peace” that turns our 
world upside down. When we definitively opt for Christ, we often go against the grain of the world, 
causing rupture of relations. Stories abound of martyrdom that accompanied those who chose Christ over 
worldly values and relationships. Yet, in the midst of all these, there was an undefinable, indescribable, 
unearthly peace that reigned in their hearts. Christ offers such peace which can survive violence and 
death; not the ephemeral, empty worldly peace.  

    Pray for the fire of Christ to illumine our hearts to find peace only in Him even at the face of 
opposition and conflict in our world today.
